Best Cancer Reporter Award Rules

   All materials must arrive before 30 April 2012
 

   Nominations must be accompanied by examples of the journalist’s work. This can be a series of articles, or a group of unrelated articles on cancer. It is recommended that as many examples, as possible, up to a maximum of three, are submitted

  Submitted articles can be photocopies, printouts or reprints. Examples of online materials should be accessible throughout the judging period and the printouts must include the appropriate URL for the site
 

   Articles may be submitted in foreign languages - however they must be accompanied by either an English translation, or a one page summary in English
 

   Articles must be published between 30 April 2011 and 30 April 2012
 

   All journalists must consent to be nominated and each entry should contain a justification for their nomination
 

   Nomination forms and articles cannot be returned
